1 Opening remarks by the Chairperson

President Sid Jones formally welcomed everyone to the meeting and then announced a 1 minute silence, observe by all, in memory of all the players from the league who had passed away since last year’s AGM.

Sid briefly mentioned the ‘issues’ of the past season and emphasised that the league is about snooker not personalities or politics. He said he hoped the committee continues to lead the league positively and that the possible loss of teams and clubs is minimised. He thanked all for attending and hoped the league continued to flourish under the current leadership before handing the Chair back to Steve Power to continue the meeting.

4 Minutes of the previous AGM

The Secretary stated that the minutes from the last AGM were distributed to all club reps and clubs at the first league management committee meeting after the AGM. The minutes were placed on the league website within a few days of the meeting for all to access. At that first management meeting, any matters arising were dealt with and the minutes accepted as a true and accurate account of the AGM.

It had been previously agreed that the Secretary would not be producing hard copies of minutes at either AGM’s or Management Meetings as they were always available on the league web site which contains all the minutes of all league meetings.

5 Any matters arising from the minutes of the previous AGM

At the first management meeting after the last AGM, any matters arising were dealt with and the minutes accepted as a true and accurate account of the AGM and placed on the league web site.

6 Report by Chairperson

I'd like to personally thank everyone for coming tonight and to congratulate, in advance, all those who have contributed to the season in any way - especially the winners.

 

After all the trials and tribulations of the previous season this season has been relatively routine but none the less, for the officers of the league, another busy one. I would personally like to thank all the other officers for their efforts. It's due to the amount of work that they do that means I can get away with so little!

 

The league continues to progress and build on the years of endeavour from all the officers, club representatives, captains and players that have been involved through the entire history of the league but even though we have a rich history we need to realise the challenges we face going forward and remember that the most important season is always the current one - or in the close season, the next one. If that fails then all the history counts for nothing.

 

I don't want to cover ground that will be covered later by the other officers but I would like to highlight a few key points.

 

Financially the league is now very healthy and testament to this is the fact that even with possible reduction to the league income there is no risk to the season to season, week to week operation of the league. It may mean that we rethink our 'free seasons' frequency but nothing more drastic than that.

 

The competition schedule has again been extremely well managed by Andy and his little balls (ask him to explain!!) and I'm sure Andy will cover this later but there is one issue where it's clear that no amount of management and pre planning will improve things only increased vigilance and attention from the players. The issue in question is 'no shows' - players needs to take more responsibility. We've put things in place to try to improve the general information displayed on club notice boards but players need to take the lead on this.

 

‘Late cards’ continue to trouble Tony but it's the teams that suffer as well - most teams work very hard to get cards in as soon as possible but a few still lag behind the rest. Although Tony has been instrumental in having the rule about the time cards can be received by (ie the Tuesday after a game), his job is made far easier if cards are received asap and certainly by the weekend. Why some teams insist on inconveniencing Tony’s already committed private time even more than they need to – by hanging onto cards until the last moment – is beyond me. Remember you have to deal with one card a week - in a season Tony has to deal with over 700 per season so please get them in asap.

 

Reductions in the number of member clubs represents a real challenge going forward. Even if we do maintain the same or similar numbers of teams then reductions in the number of clubs presents it's own set of challenges which will be covered in more detail later and will be a key focus of the August 2008 'formation of the league' meeting. Everyone will have the opportunity to influence the league structure for the 08-09 season and Tony will cover more of this later.

 

Thanks to all the players in all the league and competition sections, thanks to the sponsors and thanks for turning out tonight. I'll now hand over to the Treasurer.

7 Report by Treasurer

Gentlemen. As you can see from the attached balance sheet we still have a healthy positive balance to carry forward to next season. The balance sheet has been prepared with final figures for some items still unknown. I have estimated values for those items based on previous seasons for the purposes of this presentation. An adjusted sheet showing the final figures for the season will be published as soon as possible on the website and available at the next management meeting.

The league has made a slight loss for the season and you should be aware through your club reps, that every fifth season in the league is ‘league fee free’ (where funds allow) and therefore we will have a shortfall of £4032 in each fifth year. To make this shortfall up in the other four years we need to make a ‘profit’ of £1,008.

The only unusual expenditure this season have been for the referees course and examinations and the league honours boards: The total cost for the referee course was £250 which I hope you will agree seems like a small price to pay for gaining eight Class 3 qualified referees for the league competitions. It is hoped to run more courses in the future. The league honour boards have been costly although some of the cost includes spare plates for future years. That said, it again is money well spent in that we all now have a ‘home’ where all the league honours will be available to view and Mobberley (as league HQ) is the only club where every team visits at least twice each season.

There was also a saving of approximately £135 due to us not requiring score cards for this season, use was made of surplus accumulated in previous seasons and the usual considerable saving made on trophies awarded to those lucky enough to be winning on a regular basis. Their selfless decisions to have an annual trophy engraved each season with any wins, saves the league about £500 annually.

I would like to conclude by thanking a few people. Firstly my fellow officers Tony, Andy and Steve for guiding me through my first season as your Treasurer and also those teams who have paid their fees promptly. Finally special thanks to Steve Redwood for his continued sponsorship and to Surridge for sponsoring the 3 player competition.

If anyone has any questions regarding the balance sheet I will be happy to take them now. I will now hand you over to the Secretary for the rest of the meeting

8 Report by Secretary
Dear player. The 6 season’s since I was elected as League Secretary have flown by and those seasons have seen our league continue to grow and improve. In relative terms the season has been a quiet one.

I suspect my close season will bear no similarities to the one I wish you all. We already have the demise of the whole snooker section at Knutsford Bowling club where we have to seek homes for those 3 teams and rumours are rife regarding the collapse (yet again, if it happens) of the once mighty Shaw Heath and that is just for starters. I’ve been given an update tonight that makes me more positive that Shaw Heath’s situation is not a foregone loss. 

Our league has bucked the trend of shrinking leagues thus far and I would hope that a combination of hard work and opportunism will see these 40 or so players, relocated at other league clubs. It will not be through a lack of trying on my part, that’s for sure. I’m also in the process of redesigning our web site – having read another ‘how to …’ book!

Each season brings different challenges but once again, if you check out the web site, you will see that no less than 28 new league records were set this time - some good and some not so good! I’m also going to make mention of a couple of other achievements that make me particularly proud:

Firstly - this season we ran our 2nd ever referees course and 8 of our players successfully completed that course and have already assisted Andy with refereeing duties in the league competition semis and finals.

Secondly – I remember having to slightly twist the arms of some management committee members to enter a representative league team into the Greater Manchester Inter-league team competition some 4 years ago. Since then we have continued to enter and playing in the same group as the eventual winners or runners-up. This year we have excelled in reaching the last 4 of the competition where we only just lost to the champions. When you consider that this competition is for the best of the best of each league, that is some achievement. We probably only have a pool of maybe 12 such standard players to choose from whereas all the other leagues have full and semi pros and a pool of up to 100 such standard players to select. Add to this that our league name is now mentioned far and wide and you will no doubt agree with me that the small amount of money it costs is very, very well spent.

I will finish, as usual – and I make no apology for repeating myself from previous seasons - by thanking a few people:

The captains – and especially those who email their cards to me promptly – who run the teams each week. Andy Long has yet again run the league competitions meticulously, Steve Power continues to steer the meetings in his comfortable manner and Bob Jones has easily settled in as Treasurer. The club reps who have attended the management meetings in their own time and without reward. The member clubs for allowing us to access their facilities for competitions and events and finally, you ‘The Players’. Every team in this league has equal value to me and you, the players, are the people who make the league, I just run it. Thank you and see you all next season.

9 Report by Trophy / Competitions Secretary

Firstly, I would like to thank all the players who have taken part in this seasons competitions. Thanks also to Redwood Hire who have this season increased the prize money for their Champions competition to a brilliant £250 pounds and Surridge Sport for their continued sponsorship.

In recent seasons, entry numbers have been up and no-shows on match nights down to a minimum but this year has been very disappointing - not so much in relation to entries but with regards to no shows and players not informing me if they cannot make their match. My details are on every competition draw and result sheet as well as the league web site and every email sent out by the league Secretary. Informing me, allows me to let their opponents know in advance and the clubs which reserve tables for matches. It is disrespectful to everyone involved and unacceptable.

We introduced a competition ‘process’ in the Redwood Hire and Surridge / CFS Competitions that a no-show on the day would result in exclusion of that player from that competition the following season. I will be asking the management committee for this ‘process’ to cover all competitions from next season. Ie if no contact has been made with me at least 2 clear days of the competition date, then a no-show will see that player excluded from any remaining draw for the current season and for that specific competition for the following season.

We have addressed some of the other parts of the problem – draws not being displayed, players being entered without their knowledge, draws being removed from displays etc - at our management meetings and from next season your club reps will be held more accountable. 

An emerging issue we have is the loss of potentially 2 venues for competitions – Shaw Heath and Knutsford Bowling. My work will be cut out to accommodate competitions next season.

Once again, I would like to thank Mobberley for hosting the Redwood and 3 Player competitions; Tatton and Morley for hosting the Jay and H. Astles Pairs finals nights respectively and Knutsford Bowling club for hosting the Taylor Trophy event and Rotary final and also for opening up on Wednesday evenings especially for our competitions.

Finally, despite this seasons problems, we have had some excellent snooker and breaks and I’d therefore offer my congratulations to all of this seasons winners.

As previously mentioned, the Secretary said that he would leave any remaining management meeting dates for the rest of the season on the minutes. Steve Redwood suggested that the Secretary create a rota for the meetings – agreed. It will be done alphabetically from next season.

6 - Disciplinary / Matters of Dispute / New Registrations
Reps from all clubs bar Tatton and Royal London were present. Points to be deducted from the teams of clubs missing.

All players not previously registered have been sanctioned by the Secretary – none for discussion.

7 - Trophies / Competitions Secretary
Andy said that all the remaining competitions were at the semi-final or final stage. All trophies are ordered and to be collected in good time for the AGM – including memento’s for the life members and individual trophies for Jeff Gorton, Chris McNeil and Paul Hodson. Any multiple winners will have all their season achievements engraved on 1 trophy.

8 - Treasurer
Bob handed out the final invoices for the season and the Secretary reiterated the need to pay these promptly.

9 - Any other business
Ray Dale asked Andy Long to raise the subject of competitions being built into the ‘normal’ weeks of the league rather than as ‘stand alone’. It had been a thought out decision of a previous meeting that teams wanted to minimise the changes of nights they play and to incorporate the competitions into the normal week (plus the loss of venues) would mean playing almost every Wednesday throughout the season. All agreed to stay as we are.

Knutsford Bowling club are to be disbanded at the end of the season and Shaw Heath stated that they too would not exist in the league next season. All agreed that the remaining 8 member clubs to ‘recruit’ these teams and players to ensure our league continues to thrive: 

Knutsford Bowling A hope to move to Alderley Union or Morley;

Knutsford Bowling B and C stated they are to move to Knutsford Cons club;

Some Shaw Heath players will move to Brook Street.

The best case scenario is therefore that we will end up with 23 teams – if Bowling A don’t find a home we’ll have 22. 

A discussion then took place regarding ‘freshening up’ the league. Areas covered included: 

· the variety of opponents and venues for the lower divisions

· the vastly better standard of division 1 compared to the other divisions

· the sociability factor of a night’s snooker

· the money lost by certain structures (e.g. we couldn’t have 2 divisions of 10 and 12 because division 2 could only play 22 games – too few - or 33 games which is too many)

After lengthy debate it was decided that the Secretary should circulate a number of possible structures with various permutations of team numbers to all on the league email list for their consideration and feedback. This should ensure that the Secretary is in an easier position to create a structure at the 2008-9 August Management Meeting:

Scenario 1 – stay as we are – 3 divisions of 8,8,8 or 8,8,7 or 8,7,7 (with bye weeks)

Scenario 2 – 2 divisions split evenly – 12,12 or 12,11 or 11,11 (with bye weeks)

Scenario 3 – 2 uneven divisions – 8 in division 1 and 16, 15 or 14 in division 2 – division 1 plays each other team 4 times as now and division 2 plays each other twice = 30, 28 or 26 games

The Secretary said he favoured Scenario 3 with 8 in division 1 (28 games) and the likely 15 in division 2 (28 games) for what it’s worth.

Secretary tasked to appeal for new players via an article in the Guardian newspapers.

At the moment, only 6 teams out of 24 have fixtures that are ‘uneven’ (ie 5-2) in each quarter of 7 matches which is pretty good. EVERY team will play 7 home and 7 away in every 14, guaranteed.

4 - Items arising from the last meeting (not agenda listed)
Andy has progressed the matter of the history wall plaques – the matter is in hand and they should be ready before the 2008AGM when Andy and Tony will put them up at Mobberley.
The Secretary updated all re the fully bound and illustrated commemorative history of the league for the 60th season. He said that he had had a very disappointing response to his appeal for articles and photos. The Secretary added that he had now prepared 95% of the book and had approached 2 publishers who felt £5 per copy would be easily attainable. He is to seek out founder members of the league (Peter Watson, Jack Tulley and Alan Eyres for example) to interview and recount their stories – he stressed that he did not want it to be a simple regurgitation of the 55th season handbook. Secretary to progress this and report back at future meetings. 
The Secretary had organised a 3 week long referees course which concluded about 5 weeks ago with an examination – the cost (with exam) was about £40 for the examiners out of pocket expenses and £90 for his exam fee. The players paid £15 each for the exam certificate and to join the European Association of Snooker and Billiards referees. The players present and passing the exams were presented with their certificates by the Secretary – Bruce Tulley, Geoff Jackson, Jez Young, Bob Jones and Tony Crompton. The other player’s certificates were handed to their club rep to pass on. A discussion followed and it was decided that the league would stand all costs and refund the players their £15 as the 8 players passing the exam were now roistered to referee semi finals and finals of the league competitions – in fact Dave Nuttall has already done the finals of the Redwood Hire. This is a big help to Andy. This money will be refunded at the AGM. 
The Secretary added that he had designed a 1 hour input for the referees to hold ‘in club’ training sessions with players to improve the general standards of refereeing – agreed this was a useful item and Secretary to email all with same with a view to clubs approaching him / their qualified referee to deliver such input. A discussion followed about the need to improve the general standard of refereeing in the league and the cascading is a fast and efficient way to do this. Qualified players to meet to design the input and delivery plan in the close season in time for the 2008-9 season.

5 - Items notified to Secretary prior to meeting
On the 29th January, Mere C were to host Knuts Bowling C, unfortunately Mere club was locked and did not open. The game was rescheduled for the following Wednesday and played. Mere have written to the league citing a breakdown in communication between the club management and apologise unreservedly. Accepted and lesson learned.

This will therefore be referred to the AGM for a vote.
At the last meeting, the Secretary discussed creating a fully bound and illustrated commemorative history of the league for the 60th season. Mere C failed to attend and the match was awarded to Mobberley D 7-0 – card signed etc. Mere C did, however, turn up to play the match on the Thursday the 18th October – the fixtures had apparently been given to them by another club member in a doctored version incorrectly. This is a matter to be dealt with under the existing league rules and therefore Mobberley D were present and correct and win 7-0. A letter had been received from Jesse Oldfield of Mere C by the Secretary to which he had replied informing him of the rule.

· 5.5 The management committee will vote to accept or reject any such teams and names presented and, as those rejected will not be part of the new season’s league and thereby subject to it’s rules, there will be no right to appeal on said decision’.

· 13.3 To read ‘Players whose membership of the league is rejected under Rule 13.2 will have no right to appeal’.

Working alongside the ‘Constitution’ and ‘Rules of the League’ would be the ‘Rule of the Game’ and an advisory document about the ‘Etiquette’ of playing our league games. 
He now wished for the etiquette document to be circulated for ratification at the next Management Meeting and this was agreed. There is no issue for the AGM as this is not a rule change, merely advice to players which should hopefully improve the match night debates as they arise.

Etiquette document:

· These are not rules - they are merely things to be aware of.

· If you spot any errors or want to add or remove something please contact the Chair of KADASL on powerstevepower@aol.com.

· The rules are available here …..http://www.worldsnooker.com/about_the_rules.htm ]
· There is no particular method or sequence to this list. It's just a random set of issues.

· Whilst many of the things listed here apply generally to any snooker match at any level of ability whether for competition or fun these are specifically for the Knutsford and District Amateur Snooker League as some of them relate to the operation of the League.
· These are 'FRAMED' in good faith to help everyone.
· Play every shot to the best of your ability.
· Act at all times in a sportsmanlike manner.

· Shake your opponents hand at the start of a match
· Each turn at the table is known as a 'visit'.
· Offer your apologies to you opponent should you fluke a pot or snooker.
· Acknowledge your opponent if he plays an exceptional shot or achieves a significant break.
· Don't chalk your cue whilst it is the other players visit.
· Don't stand in the eye line of your opponent during his shot.
· Whilst it is the other players visit do not talk or cause any commotion.
· The referee should offer the away player the toss.
· For games at a neutral venue the players and referee should decide before the toss who will call.
· If you win the toss you may elect to break or ask the other player to break.
· At away venues don't play or practice on the tables if you arrive early and they are vacant. 
· If you make a foul that is not spotted by the referee please call the foul yourself.
· If you win offer your opponent a drink.
· If he accepts buy him a drink of his choice.
· If you are offered a drink take your normal tipple.
· If you accept a free ball ALWAYS call your shot before playing it no matter how obvious it may seem to you.
· After the game, no matter how it has panned out shake your opponents hand and discuss the key points of the frame.
· If you need to leave the room during a frame please let the match referee and your opponent know.
· Mobile Phones - Please switch off or turn to silent profile during your frame.
· It is the responsibility of each player to check that the referee keeps score correctly
· If you identify an error or omission in the score please bring it to the attention of the referee immediately.
· Any error in the score is lost if you don't raise it before your next visit.
· So if during your opponents visit you notice an error with your score from your last visit bring it to the attention of the referee before you start your next visit.
· You may not correct any earlier errors.
· After potting a red it is best practice to call your colour no matter how obvious it may seem to you.
· At the end of your frame thank the referee for marking the frame.
· Be aware when your game is about to start so that you keep the flow of games going.
· The Captains should agree on a solution if any minor matters arise during the match.
· During a break referees should announce the score at the completion of each shot when all balls have finished rolling or when they re-spot a colour after it has been potted.
· Most scoreboards have a spot on one marker and the other is plain. When referees announce the score they should refer to ‘spot’ or ‘plain’. This is a hangover from the days when billiards was a popular sport and more modern scoreboards may not feature this. They should then refer to ‘Top’ and ‘Bottom’ or ‘Home and ‘Away’
· Referees should periodically announce the frame score but only by identifying how many points each player has. The referee should not announce the difference in points – it is the player’s responsibility to work that out.
· Be aware of the players on the next table to ensure you do not influence their frame.
· The hosting club will provide free lights for all official games played under the league jurisdiction including when the club is providing a neutral venue.
· If visiting players stay in the club after a match they should adhere to that clubs rules including if appropriate being signed in as a visitor.
· Players should respect the facilities of their host team and bring any issues to the attention of the home captain.
· For League matches the home side should always use the top of the scoreboard
· For team games at a neutral venue the captains should agree beforehand who will use the top and who will use the bottom. This should then be applied to all the frames in the match. This is in contrast to social or individual games where the player who breaks is normally top.
· Match scorecards to be completed as designed - they are self explanatory
Peter Hankey raised the issue of late cancellation of matches and the Secretary said that the issue had been dealt with last season under the rules and finalised. The Secretary asked all clubs to be wary about late cancellations which should be avoided at all costs.
Ray Dale read out a lengthy letter which revisited the Shenton / Walls events from last season. He had asked for the letter to be read out at the AGM and it was not – the Secretary explained that all items for the AGM have to be submitted to him prior to or at the last Management Meeting before the AGM.

Ray read out another section of a letter which complimented the Secretary on his work last season – this had also not been read out but the words had been repeated by the President at the meeting. Ray was happy with this.

Royal London said they now have security access barriers fitted on the site. Visiting teams should pull up at the barrier and speak to the security officer via the intercom who will facilitate entry.

The Secretary asked all reps to cascade down to their captains the need to complete the simple match cards clearly and fully.
