1 Opening remarks by the Chairperson

2 Opening remarks by the President

4 Minutes of the previous AGM

The Secretary stated that the minutes from the last AGM were placed on the league website within a few days of the meeting for all to access and also discussed at the first league management committee meeting after the AGM. 

At that first management meeting, any matters arising were dealt with and the minutes accepted as a true and accurate account of the AGM.

It had been previously agreed that the Secretary would not be producing hard copies of minutes at either AGM’s or Management Meetings as they were always available on the league web site which contains all the minutes of all league meetings.

5 Any matters arising from the minutes of the previous AGM

At the first management meeting after the last AGM, any matters arising were dealt with; the minutes accepted as a true and accurate account of the AGM and duly placed on the league web site.

6 Report by Chairperson

I'd like to personally thank everyone for attending tonight and to congratulate, in advance, all those who have contributed to the season in any way, especially the winners. This season has been relatively routine but none the less it still presented the management committee with a few 'issues'! 

For the officers of the league, as ever, it’s been another busy one. I would personally like to thank all the other officers for their efforts. The amount of work that they do on behalf of the league is significantly greater than anything I have to do. Thanks must go to Andy for his years of hard work and a very warm welcome to Kevin Shackleton as Andy’s replacement. I’m sure you’ll all continue to show Kevin the same support that you gave to Andy.

The league continues to progress and build on the years of endeavour from all the officers, club representatives, captains and players that have been involved through the entire history of the league but even though we have a rich history we need to realise the challenges we face going forward and remember that the most important season is always the current one - or in the close season, the next one. If that season fails then all the history counts for nothing. We need to do everything we can for the greater good of the league. 

I don't want to cover ground that will be covered later by the other officers but I would like to highlight a few key points. Financially the league continues to be very healthy and testament to this is the fact that even if there is a reduction in league income due to the reduction in the number of teams there is no risk to the season to season, week to week operation of the league. Dave will explore this further but I’d like to thank those involved in the prompt payment of the majority of league fees.

The competition schedule has again been extremely well managed by Andy supported by Tony. The new alternate pairs competition was a welcome addition. I’m pleased to note that the number of 'no shows' has reduced and most of them we know about in advance because people have taken responsibility and made the right people aware that they can’t make it. Please make every effort to ensure your notice boards are up to date, at least some of the recent no shows can be attributed to the information not being put on their club notice board. I’m sure this will also be acknowledged elsewhere but the support from the trained league referees has been invaluable. We’re looking to continue to expand the number of referees, Tony will cover that later.

‘Late cards’ and 'delivery problems' continue to trouble Tony but it's the teams that suffer as well - most teams work very hard to get cards in as soon as possible but a few still lag behind the rest. His job is made far easier if cards are received ASAP and remember you have to deal with one card a week while in a season Tony has to deal with over 700. Season 2012-13 will again present some real challenges for the league and I’m sure the August league formation meeting will deal efficiently as ever with them. Thanks to all the players in the entire league and competition sections, thanks to the sponsors and thanks for turning out tonight.

8 Report by Secretary
It is now 11 season’s since I was elected as League Secretary and this time has once again flown by. I’m very glad to report that in relative terms the season has been another quiet one.

Again we lost a team after the sad demise of Knutsford Cons B – who I hope will return to us next season. The streamlined setup of 2 divisions of 10 teams next year will leave us well placed to accept more teams in the future.

This loss of an established team – through no fault of our own - led to some negative comments by those who didn’t know the facts, about ‘slippery slopes’, ‘downward spirals’ and the like so I took some time to reflect on just a few of our achievements in the last decade whilst compiling the full league history that is now displayed at Mobberley for all to see:

1. There are EIGHT new competitions that complement the previous 3. When I took over there were only 5 competitions and we now have the Redwood Hire Champions Trophy; the Taylor Trophy; the JME Transport Alternate Pairs; the 6 Reds; the Presidents (Charity) Trophy; the Surridge 3 Player; the Young Player competition and the Parmenter (highest competition break) Bowl 

2. The league has a fully documented, displayed and engraved history at our league HQ of Mobberley and online.

3. It has a full compliment of trophies and ALL runners-up in ALL competitions receive a trophy for their club now.

4. Five of our competitions are sponsored – none were before.

5. We have two brilliant and comprehensive websites – we had nothing before.

6. We are the best run, organised, most democratic, open and available league in the area – bar none.

There is so much we should be happy about but sadly, and once again, the league committee have had to deal with a few issues of poor behaviour by a small number of players this season. 

I really do wish that some players would just chill out and enjoy their evening of snooker for exactly what it is – a sociable but competitive evening. It is not life and death. Of course we play hard and want to win but the lengths some people go to in order to win is rather confusing to me. I don’t know if it is indicative of society but I do wish that the agression and the out of context bad language displayed by some would simply go away.

Of course we will always want more teams in the league but in a recession, we should also remember and note that we have been hit far less hard than any around us. We only have to glance nearby to see that the Stoke league collapsed last season and that the Mid-Cheshire continues to dwindle alarmingly.

There are a few items I want to take this opportunity to make mention of to you all – some of these will be repeated at the 2012-3 season formation meeting:

1.  This year’s presentations will be done slightly differently. In the past it has been noted that when players come up to receive their awards, others quite rightly applaud them. However, as the awards continue, that same respect is reduced as players, team mates and so on begin to chat about ‘their achievements’. Everyone winning an award deserves the same respect and so we will try something different from now on. You will note that at the back of the room, there are tables with team names on them. I will announce club names and their achievements in alphabetical order and ask those players to take a place behind their relevant presentation table. As they do so, I would like everyone in the room to applaud them in recognition of their awards. Not only should this stop the disrespectful chatter but it should speed up what is often a lengthy and sometimes repetitive process.

2. You will also notice on your presentation table that there is a CD containing all the league photographs I have managed to obtain in my research of the league. Please use this CD in any way you feel appropriate – perhaps to create a mini display within your own clubs. My view is that the more you feel a part of the leagues history, the more likely you are to want to make your own part of that history.

3. There are also some cubes of chalk on the tables – these are for you to take away and distribute to your players or put behind your club bar. They have been personalised to our league with our new logo and paid for from your fees – enjoy them.

4. The committee decided that as part of last season’s anniversary events we should have a golf day for members after the end of the season – that didn’t happen but I’m glad to say that we are subsidising players to go to the East Cheshire Hospice golf day at the best course in the area (Vale Royal Abbey) on Friday the 11th of May. As you know, we already donate the subs from the Team KO cup to charity and this year the two finalists in the Presidents Charity Cup (Royal London A and Mere B) agreed to let the league donate the money to this East Cheshire Hospice and thereby make the day effectively ‘cheaper’ for those to attend. The organisers have given me until tomorrow to finalise numbers and we already have 18 players paid up for it. It will be a great day so if you want to go, I will require the £30 player payment tonight or tomorrow without fail.

5. Dave Nuttall has kindly arranged a refereeing input at Mobberley to which all members are welcome to attend. Steve Starkie, a top amateur referee, will talk us through the new rules introduced last season; answer any queries; and talk us through a couple of live frames of snooker as players complete a frame. The date for this very useful and interesting evening will be on a Thursday in June at 8pm at Wilmslow Cons club. Names are not required, just turn up and take part. I will circulate the date as soon as I know it.

6. In relation to the arrangement for getting results of competitions to the Comps / Trophy Secretary, this is being changed from next season to: “winning players must text the result of their match to the league Secretary on 0788-573-6905 asap after completion of their match”. This instruction will be added to next year’s competition sheets. A simple text that explains the result and who is sending the result on the lines of “TC beat BT 2-0 thanx Tony C” or “RLA beat WCB 451-409 thanx Mark N” will be the required format. Please let all your captains know the new process in advance of the 2012-3 season.

7. Next season will have the same 2 divisions of 10 teams structure but will have the bye week in division 2. Three teams have been relegated (the bottom 2 teams plus the bye team) from division one while 3 have been promoted from division 2 to division 1. If, as is hoped, a new team enters the league, that team will go into division 2 in place of the bye – as any new team will do in any future seasons.

I will finish, by thanking a few people and I make no apology for extensively repeating myself from previous seasons because I still mean every word of it:

1. Andy Long has yet again run the league competitions meticulously, he will be a great loss. 

2. Steve Power continues to steer the meetings in his comfortable and sensible manner.

3. Dave Nuttall who has easily settled back in as Treasurer. 

4. The captains who run the teams each week. Without you, teams do not function, I know it comes with it’s own stresses, trials and tribulations but I want you to know that I do appreciate what you do. 

5. The club reps who have attended the management meetings in their own time and without reward and without whom the league would quickly grind to a halt. 

6. The member clubs for allowing us to access their facilities for competitions and events. Particularly Brook Street for hosting tonight’s AGM. We all have our wish list of how a venue should be and our gripes when it is not quite as we wish but without the venues there is no league – just remember that when you consider your moans!

7. You ‘The Players’. Every team in this league has equal value to me and you, the players, are the people who make the league. As I say at every AGM - I just try my best to run it. 

8. My last point is that although I steer the league and the committee directs it, you the members in the member clubs have the most important role. I am not there when the young player walks through your club door. I’m not there when a new resident to your area calls in to see if there is a local league they can play in. I’m not there when an ‘old-timer’ thinks about rejoining or restarting playing. You are. I can only do so much but you can all do so much more. Stop complaining about teams having bare squads and encourage new players in – most of your clubs have loads of players who aren’t in our league. Get them signed up – if not regularly, at least as squad players. We do it all the time at Mobberley with 4 teams and very rarely turn out without a ful compliment of players so you with less teams certainly can. Let’s stop the moaning and start the doing – you know how great our game and league is so let’s invest a little bit of everyone’s time to consolidate and grow it.

13 Proposals from the League Management Committee

1. Rule 1.3 currently reads: 
"Unless expressly covered in the rules of this league, all frames of snooker will be played under the current WPBSA (World Snooker) rules of snooker”
The proposal is for it to read: 

"Unless expressly covered in the rules of this league, all frames of snooker will be played under the current WPBSA (World Snooker) rules of snooker. However, the miss rule will only be used in the league (1) for all non-full team competitions at the semi-final and final stage only and (2) if stipulated that it will be used prior to the start of a frame by a qualified referee. Players can always call a miss on their own shots”.
A vote then took place. 34 in favour; 5 against; 2 abstentions. Proposal carried.

2. Rule 25.2 currently reads:

“Regular higher division players can play in lower division matches at the discretion of the league Secretary”. 

The proposal is for it to read:

“Regular team players may only play for another club team that is placed below them in the league if they have lost more league games than they have won at that point. Any disputes regarding the eligibility of any such player should be raised with the Secretary for the next League Meeting to discuss”
A vote then took place. 37 in favour; 2 against; 2 abstentions. Proposal carried.

3. Rule 25.3 currently reads 
"Any strengthening of teams which affects matters in either the league honours, relegation or promotion zones during the final quarter of the season will be dealt with by the league committee in the appropriate manner" 
The proposal is for it to read: 

"Any strengthening of teams which affects matters in either the league honours, relegation or promotion zones during the final third of the season will be dealt with by the league committee in the appropriate manner".

A vote then took place. 38 in favour; 2 against; 1 abstentions. Proposal carried.

3 - Minutes of last meeting
· The Secretary had previously circulated copies of the last meeting via the last used email list and on the web site and no matters had been brought to his attention in that regard. 
· The minutes were accepted as a true and accurate account of the meeting. Proposed by Geoff Jackson and Seconded by Paul Townsend. All in favour, none against and no abstentions.
· As previously agreed, hard copies of minutes and the set agendas will not be available at meetings and attendees are advised to print a copy from the web site in advance of each meeting if they require one.

4 - Items arising from the last meeting (not agenda listed)
· Kevin Shackleton had come forward as interested in the position of Competition / Trophy Secretary. Proposed by Andy Long and Seconded by Geoff Jackson. Agreed and in the absence of any other nominations, Kevin will be put forward for election to that position unopposed at the AGM in due course.

· At the last meeting it was agreed for the Secretary to contact Darren Lomas the owner of ‘Personalised Chalk’ to obtain prices for 12 cubes of chalk per team in the league to be presented at the AGM. The cost would be a maximum of 1 pound per cube depending on the complexity of the logo – see below.
· It was agreed at the last meeting that we request members to submit logos to the Secretary asap for choosing one to go on the above ‘gift’ cubes at this meeting. Only one design had been received by him (shown below) and Paul Townsend brought another one to the meeting. It was agreed to combine the two as our logo for this ‘project’ and any other future use until changed – the Secretary is to email his ‘picture’ to Paul for him to incorporate and return to the Secretary for ordering:

· All accepted unanimously as league members for the season.
· The Secretary reported that on Wednesday 29th of February John Gillespie and Kenny Knight played the Secretary and Steve Bond in the Bert Astles Pairs at Morley. A dispute arose regarding the Secretary giving his partner advice during the game and the subsequent challenges to the giving of that advice by John at the time, after the match and in subsequent emails between the 2 parties in the days afterwards. The Secretary asked John to explain his grievance to the committee which he did and made an unreserved apology to the Secretary for any personal comments he made to him (which was accepted) in the emails. Steve Bond, Geoff Jackson and the Secretary also gave their views on the matter and John asked the committee to consider 4 outcomes:

· (1) That the Secretary’s assumption of being right should not be allowed to prevail in future disputes (2) The Secretary should be warned as to his future conduct with regards to what is and is not acceptable in pairs and team matches (3) The Secretary should be censured for using Mr Gillespie’s email for this purpose and (4) The Secretary should apologise to Mr Gillespie.

· The Mobberley and Royal London reps then left the committee to discuss the matter in private and returned later for the Chair to announce:

· The committee had discussed the matter and statements made to them at length and decided (proposed by Mere, seconded by Tatton, all in favour, none against, Knutsford Cons abstained, Mobberley and Royal London not present) that a statement should be placed into the league minutes rather than addressing the individual points raised. The statement to read “It should be made clear in any emails that it is either a personal or a league email. Any email address given to the league should only be used for league purposes and any such email should only contain relevant facts and not personal opinions or comments beyond the facts”. 

· Further, the Chair will review the League Etiquette document prior to the start of the 2012-3 season to consider appropriate changes therein regarding the ‘offering of advice / coaching’ issue. Anyone with any views on this review should contact the Chair direct.

· All parties in the room accepted the statement and the meeting continued.
6 Items notified to Secretary prior to meeting
· The Secretary had received an email on the 5th of February: Dear Tony, I obtained your contact details from The League Snooker website and would like to make your League aware of the “Sussex Referees Book of Expanded Rules and Good Refereeing Practice”. Our first edition was originally created for our own members following the Sept 1995 Revision but, as people from other areas saw it being used, we became besieged with requests for copies outside our area.  WPBSA vetted the contents and subsequently gave us permission to make it available to anyone.  In the intervening period some 700 copies have been sold around the world with, I can honestly say, not one word of adverse criticism.  Indeed, a past Chairman of the professional Referees Assn held a copy aloft and advised the membership to ‘get yourself a copy and treat it as your Bible.’  And, on a separate occasion, as our Chairman was demonstrating a copy, a former world champion went past and said ‘Good Book that’. If you haven’t actually seen a copy, loose leaf pages are presented in a bespoke plastic folder and the official Rules are reproduced on the left hand side of each spread.  Opposite, on the right, are such explanatory notes as we feel will be helpful in the general understanding and application of the official word. In the past, most of our purchasers have been individuals, quite a number of which have been local League officials, such as you perhaps, to whom clubs have referred for advice when Rules queries have occurred.  A few Leagues have, where funds have allowed, invested in copies for each member club, and local referees usually prefer to have a personal copy.  The contents include: The Rules of Snooker with Explanatory Notes and differences for Special Tournament variations, e.g. ‘Six Red Snooker’. The Rules of English Billiards. A section on Good Refereeing Practice which will help even the unqualified individual who is pressed into officiating on a League night.  Sections include The Purpose & Functions of a Referee, Image, Accessories, Table Setting and Scoreboard Control, The Inter-personal Factor, Tips for Table Management, Tables and Templates, Recording and Referee Positioning. If you’d like a copy, send £15 + £5 P&P to Derek Budde, 271 Hangleton Road, Hove, BN3 7LR. who has the stock but, if you have any questions, please feel free to address them to me and I’ll be glad to answer them.  This is very much a non-profit making ‘mission’ but, for multiple orders, we may be able to economise on postage. Nick Turner, Co-Editor.

· Dave bought a copy for the league and the Secretary had read it. It is a very interesting read and the Secretary encourages all referees and clubs to purchase copies for themselves using the details above. There is a particularly useful page which is reproduced courtesy of Nick Turner regarding the Miss Rule. Copies of that page were handed out to each club for display at their club and are reproduced courtesy of the Sussex Referees Association. The Miss Rule MUST be displayed in clubs from now on without fail and used as a reference point for any discussions. 
· The Secretary and Treasurer had agreed to purchase a copy for each club and these were distributed by Dave to the relevant club reps. The copy already received will be Mobberley’s copy. The Secretary has placed an ‘endorsement’ of the document on the new league website forum. The league etiquette document will also be amended by the Chair in his review to include these same items / points.

· There have been several debates about the miss rule recently. This is to remind everyone that we decided at the formation meeting of this season that we would only implement the rule in semis and finals or by a qualified referee who notified both players in advance of the start of their frame from now on because the rule was too confusing for many of the players and referees – particularly those in division 2 of our league.  We decided that the decision did not need minuting because the process was effectively (because it's still there for semis and finals) still there but 'dormant'. We also decided that players could still call misses on themselves. The Secretary said that personally he does not call them at all in league games and only calls them in semis and finals. Also see the following point:
· A proposal had been received from Dave Nuttall for an amendment to rule 1.3 “Unless expressly covered in the rules of this league, all frames of snooker will be played under the current WPBSA (World Snooker) rules of snooker. The proposal is for rule 1.3 to read - Unless expressly covered in the rules of this league, all frames of snooker will be played under the current WPBSA (World Snooker) rules of snooker with the exception of the miss rule. However, the miss rule will be used IF stipulated that it will be used prior to the start of a frame by a qualified referee. It was unanimously agreed to submit the current use of the rule in the following proposal to the members at the AGM: 

· Rule 1.3 which currently reads "Unless expressly covered in the rules of this league, all frames of snooker will be played under the current WPBSA (World Snooker) rules of snooker”
· The proposal is for it to read: Rule 1.3 "Unless expressly covered in the rules of this league, all frames of snooker will be played under the current WPBSA (World Snooker) rules of snooker. However, the miss rule will only be used in the league for all non-full team competitions at the semi-final and final stage only and if stipulated that it will be used prior to the start of a frame by a qualified referee. Players can always call a miss on their own shots”. Agreed to put through to the AGM as a Management proposal – all in favour, none against, no abstentions.
· A proposal has been received from Andy Long (seconded by Bob Jones) regarding Rule 25.3 which currently reads "Any strengthening of teams which affects matters in either the league honours, relegation or promotion zones during the final quarter of the season will be dealt with by the league committee in the appropriate manner" 
· The proposal is for it to read: Rule 25.3 "Any strengthening of teams which affects matters in either the league honours, relegation or promotion zones during the final third of the season will be dealt with by the league committee in the appropriate manner". Agreed to put through to the AGM as a Management proposal – all in favour, none against, no abstentions.

· The Secretary said that he had received an email from Mark Newall of Royal London for discussion: Hi Tony, As discussed, I'd like the committee to discuss the following issue with a view to potentially amending the rules regarding player eligibility within teams / clubs. I believe that the current rules leave the competition open to abuse and favour teams that have more than one team in the same division. On more than one occasion this year, we've played against a team who have been strengthened by borrowing a player from another team within their club. On one occasion, we turned up to play Mobberley B and saw that they had strengthened by playing Bruce Tulley from our title rivals Mobberley A. In my opinion this give's Mobberley A an unfair advantage over ourselves. In seasons with bye weeks, a club's A team could in theory lend their whole squad to another team - as long as it isn't in the last quarter. This of course hasn't happened but the current rules couldn't stop this. I'd like to see the rule tightened up and would like to suggest the following possible 2 alternatives to the current rule. Unfortunately, I can't make Monday's meeting as I'm away all week but would appreciate the committee taking a few moments to consider the above. Regards, Mark:
· (1) Players are registered to one team (not club) and can only switch teams at the other captain's discretion. E.g. one captain would say to the other 'we're short tonight so we've borrowed player x from our A team - is that ok?' It will then be up to the opposing captain to decide whether the other team are unfairly strengthening or just trying to get 6 players out.
· (2) Players are registered to one team (not club). Players can move 'up' but not down. i.e. a B team player could play for the A team but not for the C team. This would be regardless of division and teams would be ranked on league position i.e. the A team might not necessarily be a club's best or highest team.
· Both options as they stood were rejected for a variety of reasons but after lengthy debate, where most clubs gave examples of their teams and players ‘having’ to play outside their desired patterns, (eg a player only available on Tuesdays due to work; club policy of dropping players who lose matches; teams wishing to develop players; injuries and illnesses to players etc) it was decided that whilst the league cannot be totally prescriptive in who plays for which team and when, but that there is scope to tighten up the rule. It was therefore agreed to put the following to the AGM as a rule change:
· Rule 25.2 currently reads “Regular higher division players can play in lower division matches at the discretion of the league Secretary”. Proposal (Shaw Heath against, no abstentions, all others in favour) to change to read: “Regular team players may only play for another club team that is placed below them in the league if they have lost more league games than they have won at that point. Any disputes regarding the eligibility of any such player should be raised with the Secretary for the next League Meeting to discuss”
· The e-mail addresses for the league (and Secretary): kadasl2@yahoo.co.uk or kadasl@aol.com plus the current league website address of www.kadasl.co.uk and the new league website address www.leaguesnooker.co.uk will remain on the minutes of each meeting as an easy reference point for all.
7 - Trophies / Competitions Secretary
· Andy said that all league trophies had been returned.
· Andy said that he and Tony had replaced, renewed, updated, created and corrected most of the league history plaques at Mobberley. The remaining ones are in hand – including additional plaques for competitions found by Tony during his league research and the new competitions created this season.

· Tony added that he has now heat sealed and displayed many (the rest will be up by next week) of the league photographs at the league HQ at Mobberley.
· Andy mentioned that he had spoken to Steve Redwood who sponsors the Redwood Hire Champions Trophy and no longer plays in the league. Steve had stated his likely intention to stop sponsoring the competition from the 2012-3 season. This will need regular reviewing and a decision by next year’s committee.

· Andy said that he had received several requests to change the dates of the finals nights. The league rules do accommodate such changes but all agreed that the finals nights are set at the start of the season and known to all entrants; that finals involve multiples of players plus referees and not just a couple; and that many players do not enter competitions because they are unavailable for one or other round and to change dates for someone knowing they cannot play on that later date is unacceptable. The dates will stay as they are set (agreed unanimously).

· Andy mentioned that in the Sam & Geoff Jackson v Ashley & Chris Parker and the Sam & Geoff Jackson v Tony Crompton & Steve Bond Bert Astles Pairs matches, Sam & Geoff had mistakenly played off the wrong handicap due to the ‘new’ website and the competition sheet being different. In view of the close results in each of the matches it was decided each match should be replayed to determine the correct outcome – although Ashley / Chris may waive that right to replay.

· In relation to the ongoing arrangement for getting results to the Comps / Trophy Secretary, whilst correct in process - ie players winning notify the Trophy / Comps Sec within 24 hours of winning and he passes the result on to the league Secretary – this is long-winded and duplicitous. The Secretary therefore suggested a more streamlined method would be for wording on the lines of “winning players must text the result of their match to the league Secretary on 0788-573-6905 ASAP after completion of their match” to be added to next year’s competition sheets. A simple text on the lines of “TC beat BT 2-0 thanx Tony C” or RLA beat WCB 451-409 thanx Mark N” will be the required format. Agreed. The Secretary will contact all  reps to let their captains know the new process in advance of the 2012-3 season.

· The Secretary distributed finals posters for clubs to display.

· Andy made the draw for the Taylor Trophy competition.
8 Treasurer
· Dave said that the league continued to be in a very healthy position with £5,901.30 income (including balance brought forward); £1,213.79 expenditure; giving an ongoing balance of £4,687.51

· Dave etc to arrange changing the league account access due to the officer changes.

· Dave has also been in contact with a highly qualified local referee (Steve Starkie) who has kindly agreed to give our league an input on the new rules introduced recently and to referee a match between 2 players to show positioning etc of a referee. Details will be circulated as soon as they are known and all are welcome.
· Dave will distribute the 2nd half season league fee invoices as soon as Andy let’s him have the Team KO details for adding to the invoices. This will be done in the next 2 weeks.
9 - Any other business
· There are no proposals from the League Members to go forward to the AGM.
· The proposals minuted above will go through to the AGM as Committee recommendations.
· Kevin Shackleton will go forward to the members unopposed for the vacant position of Trophy / Competition Secretary.
· The Secretary asked for a decision regarding keeping / finishing the ‘new’ website. It was agreed to continue it for next season.

· The Secretary reminded the committee of their decision last season to possibly hold a golf day for members after the end of this season. He had received details of a charity (East Cheshire Hospice) golf day at the best course in the area (Vale Royal Abbey) on Friday the 11th of May. The cost of the day is £250 per 4 ball and consists of soup and sandwiches on arrival, 18 holes of golf and a 3 course meal afterwards with prizes and a charity auction to boot. The Secretary suggested that perhaps we could combine our charity donation of £216 with a player payment of £30 and the league make up the difference. If this was agreed, the cost to the league would be £304 if 16 players go; £174 if 12 go; £34 if 8 go. Agreed for Secretary to collate names and money and to seek agreement from the two Presidents Cup teams to use the KO Cup money in this way. Only league players and Life Members will be subsidised.

· The Secretary wished to end the meeting with some comments about the committee as a whole and the club reps in particular. He said that he wished to thank each and every club rep for their attendance at the league meetings. Being a club rep is often a thankless task and that he appreciated their input, unbiased and common-sense views, participation and presence at the meetings. Being a rep does, however, come with some reciprocal responsibilities in that the committee expect clubs to display league material; to ensure tables are clean, available and players are not unduly disturbed for matches; to disseminate league information and directives to at least team captains and ideally to all their club players; and finally, to promote the league and league competitions in particular. The vast majority of club reps do this but there is always scope for ‘tightening up’.

7 - Trophies / Competitions Secretary
· Andy had not been approached by anyone wishing to take over from him as Competition / Trophy Secretary. The Secretary said that time is now getting short for the new post holder to have an overlap period with Andy which would be very useful. A replacement needs to be found ASAP. 
· The 6 Reds competition had taken place at Mobberley yesterday where a full compliment of 16 players played in 4 groups to determine the semi-finalists. The winner was Tony Crompton (Mobberley) beating Paul Hodson (Mobberley) in the final with Alan Williams (Knutsford Cons) and Steve Bond (Mobberley) the losing semi-finalists.
· Andy said that he had met up with Tony at Mobberley to allocate excess trophies gained over the seasons for use this season. This will greatly reduce the cost of trophies for this, his last season.
· He had also met up with Tony to ensure the history gaps are filled in on the wall plaques at Mobberley.
· Further, Andy suggested that the remaining Royal London A players who are not ‘one trophy’ players, become so. This was agreed. 
· Tony added that in view of this, that all players and clubs be offered a ‘trophy amnesty’. Agreed. 
· Anyone with trophies they no longer want can drop them off in the porch at the Secretary’s house anonymously / any time before 7pm. 
· Anyone giving up 5 or more trophies can drop them off with the same arrangements BUT if they leave their name with the trophies a suitable single replacement trophy will be bought by the league with all their achievements engraved on it.
· The Secretary had liaised with Bruce Tulley and his mother regarding an appropriate award for the league to name in his honour and memory of Jack Tulley (see last minutes). They had suggested an under 23 years of age (on the day of the competition) ‘Young Player of the Year’ competition to be played on a Sunday each March in the season at Mobberley. 
· The family are happy to pay for the League trophies (winner and runner-up) if the league pay for the engraving and player memento’s annually. 9 Treasurer

· No further expenditure expected until later in the season when prizes, trophies and honoraria will be awarded.
· Dave said he had invoiced all clubs for the first 12 weeks of the season for the ‘first half fees’ and that prompt payment was expected by or at tonight’s meeting.

· Dave reported that payment was still outstanding from the following teams:

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9 - Any other business
· The Secretary reminded all reps to also remind all their team captains that unregistered players who play from the 1st of January can only do so if sanctioned by him BEFORE they play. The penalty for playing an unregistered player is severe – all points gained in the match concerned are lost with a minimum of 4 points being deducted. The Secretary has never refused to register anyone, to date, in these circumstances so Captains should ensure they have the Secretaries mobile 0788-573-6905 in their phones so that they have no excuses for transgressing.
· Geoff Jackson raised the lack of second division coverage afforded by the Knutsford Guardian. The Secretary stated that he has raised this with the Sports Editor but his space and use of it is tied somewhat. The Secretary added that the kadasl.co.uk ‘week by week’ section contains the whole article the Secretary sends to the Guardian where equal prominence is always afforded to each division and this may be a better place to read the reports rather than the newspaper.
· The Secretary showed all, a scorecard completed – in the loosest of terms – by a captain recently. The card had no date of the match on it; no venue stated, no player Christian names; surnames spelt wrongly; 3 players names in the wrong boxes; 2 players scores in the wrong place; crossings out; signatures but no names for the captains; and all of this on an old league scorecard. It was agreed unanimously that this is completely unacceptable. The Secretary does not want to propose new rules to address a matter that is so simple as filling in a scorecard but if this (and this was an extreme example of poor administration by a captain) continues, he will have no other option. The vast majority of captains complete this simple card clearly and without incident – sadly the same few captains do not. Please take your time to fill the card in clearly, fully and correctly – this is not a difficult thing to do. 
· Paul Townsend mentioned that the Tatton club had considered requesting the league to hold a yearly Family Pairs competition. In view of the increased number of competitions now, they had decided not to make this request but to ask to hold it each ‘anniversary’ year. This was agreed and welcomed.
· Several present asked if the ‘rules’ for the JME Alternate Pairs could be placed onto the competition master sheet. Agreed – Secretary to action asap.
· The Secretary mentioned ‘personalised chalk’. A sample of which was shown to everyone. Basically this could be personalised in any way and in several colours. It may be a way for clubs to raise money or could be given as a gift / prize by the league. A discussion followed and it was agreed for the Secretary to contact Darren Lomas the owner of ‘Personalised Chalk’ to obtain prices for 12 cubes of chalk per team in the league to be presented at the AGM.
· It was also agreed that the chalk would be far more attractive if it had a logo for the league on it. As we do not have a logo, it was further suggested and agreed that we request members to submit logos to the Secretary asap for choosing at our next meeting. The chalk, subject to agreed price, would then be ordered with the logo on them.

The meeting was opened by the Chair with a few moments silence in memory of Jack Tulley, a Life Member of the league who passed away on the 22nd of September. 
Jack was one of the longest standing and playing members of the league having played since its creation at his one and only club in Mobberley. A winner of many league titles, Jack was always a capable player willing and able to spot a talent and bring them along. A casual but important mentor not only for his successful son Bruce but also the likes of Tony Crompton, Andy Towers, Bob Spilsbury, Mike Gittins and the likes. Jack retired from regular snooker at the end of the 2006-7 season and the best wishes and condolences of all in the league go out to his family at this sad time. 

The Secretary and Dave Taylor represented the league at the funeral at which, obviously, a large number of league players were present and where the family made great mention of his love of and involvement in, the league.

2 - Apologies for absence
· Dave Nuttall

3 - Minutes of last meeting
· The Secretary had previously circulated copies of the last meeting via the last used email list and on the web site and no matters had been brought to his attention in that regard. 

· Dave Nuttall said that he had received several enquiries from players as to how the league had ended up a team short (Knutsford Cons B) and this is covered in more detail at point 4 of these minutes. Dave felt that the minutes should have included (there is no requirement for ‘objectors’ to do so in our rules) the reason for the objection. The minutes stated: The only objection made was against Ken Shenton being the Knutsford Cons B captain (or Vice-captain) and a vote (proposed by Mobberley and Seconded by Brook Street) was taken. 6 in favour, 2 abstentions and none against. Carried. The Knutsford rep (Steve Power) is to convey the decision to Mr Shenton and a decision made by the team to appoint a new captain or withdraw from the league. There is no right to appeal on the decision. The Secretary explained – as he did at the previous meeting – that there is no scope to object to a player being a captain persee; the objection is against a team or player. In this case a player. Therefore the objection and proposal (seconded and voted on etc) was made against Mr Shenton joining the league as a player BUT if he withdrew his application to be the team captain he would be accepted to play in the league. He didn’t and he is therefore not registered as a player or accepted into our league for the 2011-12 season. As a consequence of the team refusing to appoint a replacement Captain, Mr Shenton on their behalf withdrew the team from the league. All agreed that this matter is now finalised.

· Subject to the above the minutes were accepted as a true and accurate account of the meeting. Proposed Geoff Jackson and Seconded by Chris Jackson. All in favour, none against and no abstentions.

· As previously agreed, hard copies of minutes and agendas will not be available at meetings and attendees are advised to print a copy off from the email circular the Secretary sends out or the web site in advance of each meeting.

4 - Items arising from the last meeting (not agenda listed)
· Following the decision of the committee at the ‘league formation meeting’ to reject the application of Ken Shenton to join the league unless he withdrew his application to be the Knutsford Cons B captain, the following worded letter was given to Mr Shenton by the League Chair / Knutsford Cons club rep Steve Power on the 23rd of August: “Knutsford & District Amateur Snooker League 11-12 League Formation Meeting Thu 18 Aug 2011 at Mobberley VH - Key decisions affecting Knutsford Conservative Club (1) Knutsford Conservative Club submitted a request for three teams. Agreed unanimously (2) the captains were proposed as
 Knutsford Cons A (Ashley Parker); Knutsford Cons B (Ken Shenton); Knutsford Cons C (Alan Williams). Ashley Parker accepted; Ken Shenton rejected; Alan Williams accepted. Two clubs abstained from the vote, all other club voted in favour of a proposal not to accept the proposal to register Ken Shenton as the B Team Captain. K/Cons B need to propose an alternative captain. Ken Shenton can play a role in the management of the team but can not complete and sign the card, act as captain in matters of dispute resolution or act as the league contact for any matters relating to K Cons B including the payment of fees or any other matters relating to the captains responsibilities as specified in the league rules. (3) All players registered for the 1011 season were reregistered for the 1112 season plus Simon Nixon”
· On the 24th August Mr Shenton sent an email to the League Secretary and several / most others on the league email circular list (not the Chair – notably): “As the elected captain of Knutsford Cons 'B' I have been asked to inform you of the teams decision to resign from KADASL forthwith. This follows your dictatorial, juvenile decision and ultimatum made at the registration meeting held on 18th August to bar the team from having the captain of its choice. You state that there is no appeal to your decision but to what would I appeal? I know not of any legitimate reason for that decision. It is apparent that you have, once again let your personal feelings get the better of you. In any other walk of life, employment or any type of court (inc. kangaroo) that just would that happen. There is a thing called National Justice and you do not posses an ounce of that in your body. You have abused your position for the purpose of gain and therefore I wish to take no part of such a dictatorial regime. These opinions expressed are not necessarily the views of all team members. Ken Shenton”
· The Secretary replied: “Ken: Withdrawal from the league of Knutsford Cons B is noted. All division 1 captains: Please delete Knutsford Cons B matches from your fixture lists and replace with a bye week (x3) prior to handing out your handbooks to players. Thank you. Tony Crompton (KADASL League Secretary)”
· A number of personal, vile, offensive and abusive emails were then received by the League Secretary from people known to be in the area of the Urmston – an area Mr Shenton and several of his team have strong connections with. The senders do not appear to be (the matters were reported to the relevant Internet Service Providers by the Secretary) members or previous members of our league but have clearly decided to offer their inappropriate opinions on this matter to our Secretary. The content of the emails will not be repeated in these minutes but the Secretary read out some samples to the committee. The committee was unanimous in its support for the Secretary and appalled at the content of the emails. Further, should evidence arise that the senders of the offensive emails to the Secretary reveal them to be past, current or future members of our league then serious action under the league rules will be instigated.

· The Secretary said that many new and long-standing committee members will be well aware of the many reasons as to why Mr Shenton is not considered to be a suitable captain in our league and the committee, after debate, decided that the matter should be closed and lie on the books until any such time that Mr Shenton ever decides to reapply to join the league. As he cannot join this season, the earliest this will be is the start of the 2012-13 season when (if he applies) all matters may be raised again in any discussions. 

· It was also emphasised that club reps have a responsibility to convey committee decisions and discussions to their clubs and players so that ‘half stories’ do not blur the reasoned judgements of the committee as a whole.

· On a brighter note, the Secretary had received many complimentary emails and personal comments from players regarding the layout, design and content of the commemorative handbook. In particular, he had received a letter from Life Member Arthur Hasford (which he had replied to and a précis read out to the committee): Dear Tony and the management committee. I am in receipt of the anniversary handbook and must say it is an inspired wonderful journal with a professional approach. I know that you have had some issues recently but I have played in the league since the 1970’s so ‘well done’ as I know the time and energy it must have taken. Also I’d like to thank you for my Life Member watch gift from the AGM which I value greatly. When the present committee call it a day you will be a hard act to follow. Regards, Arthur.
· As most present knew, the league is trialing a new website which is more factual based than the present site. It is free of charge for the first season and would cost us 120 pound per season (for 20 teams or 114 pounds for 19 teams) in future if we are happy. It makes the admin side of the Secretary’s job far easier and automatically creates a multitude of tables, facts, figures, averages etc. It was agreed that the Secretary / committee would monitor feedback from players throughout the season to decide whether to continue with it in the 2012-3 season or not. The site will remain on the minutes of all meetings (www.leaguesnooker.co.uk) and the existing site will continue until all / any teething issues are resolved. A link to the new site has been placed on the existing web site. Feedback to date has all been positive with several suggestions for further improvements sent direct to the site developer. The Secretary added that as there are distinct differences between the two sites, his feeling at present was that BOTH sites had a place and should be continued next season. The matter will continue to be monitored and a decision made towards the end of this season.
· The Secretary said that as the site has a facility to allow Captains / certain allocated players to enter match scores etc on it that it had been suggested to him this facility could be used. If agreed, this would free up the Secretary for other matters (eg running the competitions / trophy organising etc). However, the Secretary pointed out that this is not risk free and throws up many questions such as; What training would be required? Would all allocated players be capable of entering the required data or would we have to make it a pre-requisite of Captaincy in the league? Does one team (eg home team) or both teams enter the information? (there is no facility on the site at present for 2 teams to enter the information) Who do we penalise if it’s not done in time or correctly? What happens if they miss a break off or get a score wrong? When do they have it done by etc etc. Further, the Secretary said that we would have to change a number of the league rules if this was agreed. A discussion followed to see if there is an appetite for it and it was decided that only the Secretary should enter details on the new site.

5 - Disciplinary / Matters of Dispute / New Registrations

· The Secretary raised a number of issues from his teams (Mobberley A) recent match against Morley (22.9.11) but first repeated some of his comments from last seasons AGM: 

·  It would be remisce of me to not mention some of the negative things that have appeared in our league this season. Verbal abuse of decisions by referees and opponents has crept in on several occasions and it is totally unacceptable. Captains have a massive part to play in sorting this out. You set the standards for your team and you, under our etiquette document guidance, are there to nip it in the bud. We are all adults and the occasional expletive is going to happen and if not directed with malice is OK but some of the stuff this year is way beyond that. The league committee has set it’s stall out to ensure we keep snooker and our league in particular – out of the mire that similar cue sports suffer from. Today marks the line in the sand where such behaviour stops. It is up to you – players stop it and Captains, sort it or the committee will.
·  In the stated match, Peter O'Neil was playing Jeff Gorton who was enjoying a considerable run of play. Peter was, obviously, not enjoying the experience which is understandable. However, he left the table of play numerous times, swore outloud and repeatedly throughout the game and unscrewed his cue prior to the end of the frame - which led to another debate between the 2 players. He then continued to swear loudly after the frame had concluded when sat table side. 
· In the following match, John O'Neil played Neil Marshall and Neil was reasonably in charge of the frame. As the frame neared it's 'pinch point' Neil opted to roll up behind a ball instead of risking a dubious pot. John then launched a series of abusive, offensive and personal outbursts at Neil who did not respond and continued to play the frame out. At the conclusion of the frame John refused to shake Neil's hand and walked away to continue swearing with his brother Peter in the corner of the room. Neil did not offer John a drink as John had walked away from him.
·  The Secretary (as Mobberley captain) spoke to the Morley captain, Paul Hart, on the night but as the incidents had both concluded, there was little action they could take at the time - although suffice to say, Paul (and other team mates) was far from happy with the continued behaviour of the players in question on his team.
·  The Secretary said that he had received several points of complaint over the incidents from every quarter including Mobberley players, Morley players, Mobberley club members and visitors (there was a bowls competition on that night with lots of visitors to the club). 
· The Secretary added his is not the first time that these 2 players have been involved in incidents in our league (although none had been followed through to complaint) and the Morley rep confirmed that both players are banned from our neighbouring Wilmslow League. Several other club reps added their examples of poor sportsmanship and foul language by these players (not reported as complaints previously). 
· The Secretary pointed out that both players were at the AGM and heard the comments of the Secretary detailed above and Paul Hart (Morley rep and Captain) has spoken to both players in question – at the following week’s match regarding the allegations and that they would be discussed at tonight’s meeting in full. Neither accepted that they behaved in any way wrong and had not attended tonight’s meeting to discuss the matters or otherwise defend themselves.
·  The Secretary added that players and club members should not need to suffer abusive, agressive language and actions such as these and the Secretary asked the Committee to consider the situations and as the matters involved Mobberley club and the Secretary’s own team, the Secretary did not involve himself in the following debates and abstained from any decisions made thereafter. The Morley rep did likewise.
· Decision for Peter O’Neil: The player will be banned from the league for life should any future complaint be upheld against him. There is no time limit on this ‘suspended penalty’. All in favour, none against, 2 abstentions (Mobberley and Morley). 
· Decision for John O’Neil: The player will be banned from the league for life should any future complaint be upheld against him. There is no time limit on this ‘suspended penalty’. All in favour, none against, 2 abstentions (Mobberley and Morley). 
· Paul Hart as club rep to convey the decisions to the players in writing (print out the minutes) and inform them of their rights to appeal under our league rules.
6 - Items notified to Secretary prior to meeting
· As previously mentioned, the Secretary said that he would leave any remaining management meeting dates for the current season on the minutes. 
· The e-mail addresses for the league (and Secretary): kadasl2@yahoo.co.uk or kadasl@aol.com plus the current league website address of www.kadasl.co.uk and the proposed new league website address (see AOB below) www.leaguesnooker.co.uk will remain on the minutes of each meeting as an easy reference point for all.
7 - Trophies / Competitions Secretary
· Andy said that there had been a typing error with the 1st round of the Rotary cup being shown incorrectly as the 10th of November 2011. Correct dates will be shown on the competition sheets on the league websites.
· Handicaps will be issued after the completion of the 9 week rotation of matches to give a fair reflection of performance. This will, however, mean only a few days before one competition starts so it was emphasised that all reps should access the draws online asap after the week 9 matches to ensure a copy of the relevant handicaps are available to any players / team competing at their club.
· Andy / Secretary had previously distributed the forms for the JME Transport Alternate Pairs competition by email and posters were also handed out at the meeting to club reps for display.
· The Secretary reminded all that the minutes from March 14th last season, it was agreed that qualified referees (plus the Trophy / Competition Secretary) would receive 15 pounds for refereeing up to 6 frames of snooker and 10 pounds for up to 3 frames of snooker in the league’s semi-finals and finals.
· All were encouraged to tell their players about the upcoming vacancy and for any interested parties to forward their names ASAP for putting to the AGM. Andy also suggested that speed was of the essence so that he could have a hand over period with the proposed new post holder.
· The draws for the Rotary, Jay, Pairs and 3 Player competitions were then made. These will be available online in the next couple of days.

· The Treasurer added (via the Secretary): Gentlemen, all the 2010 / 2011 business has now been concluded and I have carried forward a positive balance of £4133.30 to this year. This season £72.32 has been spent on rule books for all clubs and these will be distributed when received. 
· He added that he proposes to invoice all clubs around week 14 (13 - 15th December) of the season for the ‘first half fees’ and that prompt payment on receipt of the invoice (and in any case, by the due date stated) will be appreciated.
9 - Any other business
· Wilmslow Cons had either lost / not taken / distributed incorrectly, the handbooks and scorecards given out by the Secretary at the last meeting. A further quantity of scorecards was given to Mike Sullivan for correct distribution to the teams short of cards.

· Copies of the ‘Alternate Pairs’ competition poster were given out to those who required them.

· A copy of the recent write-up in the Knutsford Guardian regarding Jack Tulley was shown around. This lead to a wider discussion on the excellent coverage of the league afforded to it by the sports writer there. Indeed, a planned article for the near future will cover the recent event where 3 generations of the Owen family (Geoff, Richard and Matthew) from Mere played in a match on the same team. The Secretary complimented Mere on their ‘family / social’ approach – who in turn thanked the Secretary for his continued efforts on all fronts for the league.

· The Secretary said that he (for division 1) and Andy Long (for division 2) had distributed team sheets for team captains to collate the email addresses from their players. These will only be used for the league to contact the players (eg weekly email news and competitions) and not for any other purposes.

· The Secretary had discussed with the Trophy / Competition Secretary the issue mentioned late last season in committee regarding the ‘multi-trophy / one-trophy winners’ and some possible reward for the savings they continue to make on behalf of the league - by having their ‘one’ trophy engraved each season with any wins rather than additional trophies. The Secretary proposed that each such player be awarded 5 pounds per semi-final, 10 pounds per final and 15 pounds per win. This to be paid in cash / cheque at the next anniversary AGM / presentation night only if the player is still active in that season. The committee decided that all ‘one trophy’ holders had opted for that route and no additional monies should be paid. All in favour, none against, no abstentions.

· The Secretary suggested that it may be more interesting for all to have 3 teams promoted / relegated each season when there are 2 divisions. The rules already allow more than 2 teams to be promoted / relegated. All in favour, none against, no abstentions.

· In view of this, as one of the 3 to be relegated from division 1 will clearly include the ‘bye’. The Secretary suggested further ‘tidying up’ in that (unless Knutsford Cons B return to the league next season) Knutsford Cons C would be renamed ‘Knutsford Cons B’ for the 2012-13 season and that should Knutsford Cons B return to the league for any subsequent season that they restart in division 2 as Knutsford Cons C. This led to a wider discussion where it was decided that any ‘bye week’ should be in the lowest division possible at all times and that any new team should enter the league at the same ‘lowest point’. All in favour, none against, no abstentions.

After careful consideration and discussion this was unable to be arranged – however, the details of leagues in Germany have been provided and the Secretary will continue contact with those leagues with a view to a visit, possibly at the end of the 2011-12 season. 

5 - Disciplinary / Matters of Dispute / New Registrations
· This meeting is effectively the league formation meeting and the Secretary therefore asked each club in turn to detail how many teams would be entered in the league for the 2011-12 season and the captain’s details for each team entered. League rule 5.5 states: “The management committee will vote to accept or reject any such teams and names presented and, as those rejected will not be part of the new season’s league and thereby subject to it’s rules, there will be no right to appeal on said decision” and further added that all captains are reminded of their personal, team and club responsibilities so that issues, incidents and other matters brought to the committees attention last season do not arise again this year as such matters will be dealt with expeditiously and seriously:

There is no right to appeal on the decision.
· There will be 3 competition weeks inserted into the programme at intervals to ease the burden of competition nights and to spread the end of season ‘crush’

· Handicaps will be allocated after the first 9 week rotation which means we can start the competitions soon after then
